Do not use more than 90 words (use special sheets provided for the

purpose): 

More than seventy percent of our earth is covered with seas and oceans. It is a watery planet. A vast

variety of fishes, from mantas to minnows, inhabit the seas. They naturally play a crucial role in man's

existence on land, both as food and as targets for exploitation by man for his industrial advance and for

his leisure activities. It is in our interest, therefore, to make special efforts to observe them in their

natural habitat. While many wildlife lovers watch birds or shoot jungle animals with a camera, few

bother to observe fishes at first hand. This is reflected in the paucity of books on Indian fishes. The few

books  we  have  are  mostly  serious  tomes  written  in  scientific  jargon  and  are  understood  only  by

academics. To my mind, one of the best is that by Sir Francis Day, written as early as 1878, but still

excellent book for a detailed knowledge of Indian fishes. It was out of print for a long time and, though

a reprint is now available, it is very expensive and is intended for the specialist rather than the lay
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reader. The need for a book on Indian fishes, written for the lay person, has therefore been long felt

need.

(b) The price of sugar being raised by 20 percent. By how much a house holder reduce his consumption of

sugar so as to keep his expenditure on it as before? 

3. (a) A snail, on the average, creeps 75 cm up a vertical pole during 12 hours in the night, and slips down

40 cm during 12 hours in the day. In what short time will it reach the top of a pole of 5 m 5 cm high? 

(b) If 2 men do as much as 5 women, and 6 women as much as 10 boys, divide a week's wages of Rs.

7600 among 8 men, 9 women and 15 boys. 

4. (a) 75% of total students of a school were boys and the rest girls in March, 2002. 75 boys left the school

and 75 new girls took admission in the school in April, 2003. As a result, the number of girls became 33 1/

3% of the present student of the school. Find the total number of students in the school. 

(b) A glass is full of milk mixed with water in which one-fourth of the mixture is water. How much of it

must be taken away and equal quantity of water be poured into the glass so that milk and water will be

equal? 

5. (a) A person made a fixed deposit of Rs. 15,000 in a bank in his locality for 5 years at the simple

interest of 10% per annum. He had to withdraw the total amount including the interest after 3 years to

meet the expenses of his daughter's marriage. The manager of the bank allowed him to withdraw the

money but gave a lower rate of interest as money was withdrawn before 5 years have been completed and

he got Rs. 3,900 less than what he would have got after 5 years. What was the rate of simple interest paid

by the bank? 

(b) Six coins of equal weight made of gold and silver, are melted together and re-cast. In one, gold and

silver are in the ratio of 2 : 3; in two other, of 3 : 5; and in the rest, of 5 : 4. In what ratio will gold and

silver be mixed in the new coin? 

6. (a) A man buys a certain number of lemons at 3 for two rupees, and equal number at 2 for three rupees.

If he sells all of them at 2 for two rupees, what does he gain or lose percent? 

(b) A cistern is provided with three pipes A, B, C. A and B can fill the empty cistern in 20 minutes and 30

minutes respectively, while C can empty in 15 minutes. If A, B and C be kept open in succession for one

minute each, how soon will the cistern be filled? 
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7. (a) The distance between two cities is 300 km. Two trains, one Express and other Passenger run from

one city to another.  The average speed of the Express train is 10 km per hour more than that of the

passenger train and the Express train takes 90 minutes less the time than that for the Passenger train for

the whole journey. Find the average speed of the passenger train. 

(b) A dishonest tradesman marks his goods at the advance of 5 p.c. on the cost price and also uses a

fraudulent balance whose beam is horizontal when the weight on one scale is one fifteenth more than the

weight on the other. What is his actual gain percent?
